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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study English reading
comprehension achievement, gained reading achievement and opinions
about classroom atmosphere of Mathayom Suksa 5 students taught through
Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) teaching methed.
The subjects were 106 Mathayom Suksa 5 students_taking English Reading 3
(English 033) at Yuparaj Wittayalai School, Chiang Mai Province during
the academic year of 1994. They were divided into two groﬁﬁs—the
experimental group and the controlled group. Each group consisted of

53 students. The mwmean scores of both groups on English Reading 2




were not significantly different as analyzed by t-test. The researcher
taught the experimental group by using the CIRC method while the
controlled group was taught through the teacher’s manual method for
eight weeks. An English reading achievement test and the opinions
about classroom atmesphere questionaire were administered after the
two methods had been treated, The obtained data were statistically
analyzed by means of arithmetic mean, standard deviationg'ﬁ-test and

F-test.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The English reading comprehension achievement of the
students in the experimental group was significantly higher than that
of the controlled group at the level of .01

2. After the experimental group was taught through CIRC
method, the gained scores of the low achievers were significantly
different from those of the high ones at the level of .05. The gained
scores of the medium achievers compared with those of the high and low
achievers were not significantly different.

3. After the exﬁerimental group Qas taught through CIRC
method, the opinions about the classroom atmosphere of the high
achievers were significantly different ffom those of the low ones at
the level of .05. The cpinions about the classroom atmosphere of the
medium achievers compared with those of the high and low ones were not

gignificantly different.
