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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to study the effects of EIR
strategy on writing ability and the difference of the gained scores
among the three-efficiency-level subjects who have been taught by
ETR strategy. The subjects were 84 Matthayom Suksa 5 students taking
English 013 at Lampang Kanlayani School, Lampang Province during the
academic year 1994. They were divided into 2 groups--43 students in
the experimental group and 41 students in the control group. The
experimental group was taught by ETR strategy while the control

sroup’s lessons were based on English for a Changing World’s manual



for teachers. Duration for treatment was eight weeks. A writing
ability test was administered to both groups before and after the
treatment.. The obtained data were analysed by t-test and F-test.

The findings of this research were as follous:

1. The experimental group’s ability in writing English was
statistically higher than that of the control group at. the level of .05,

2. The gained scores of the students’ writing ability amongs

three English efficiency levels were not different statistically.
