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Abstract

This study investigated conditions of @ academic affairs
administration in Provincial Police Training School 6. The sample
under study comprised 270 police trainees and 91 instructors in the
forement.ioned training school. The instruments used were two sets of
rating scale and open ended questionnaires, one for trainees and the
other for instructors. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed
through_fhe applications of mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that both trainees and instructors
similarly agreed at the low level regarding performances on 8
conditions of academic affairs administration, i.e., curriculum and
its implementation, instructional system, instructor and method of
teaching, extra curricular activities, teaching materials, building

usage, library and educational measurement and evaluation.




Moreover, trainees and instructors revealed that there were
needs for better quality improvement in academic affairs. They were
as follows : should give trainees clear detail direction about
curriculum, set up class time suitable to the subject matter,
appropriate training in enhancing instructor’s potential should be
arranged, arranged to have sufficient instructional materials,. built
enough and appropriate classroom buildings, needed for . library
improvement so both trainees and instructors could usé it effectively,

and should find ways and means for fair testing and grading.
