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The purposes of this study were to investigate the child rearings
of the first year kindergartners and the relationship between different
child rearings and the intellectual readiness of the first year kinder-
gartners.

The subjects of this study were sixty—four sampled parents of
first year kindergartners and their children who were studying in the
schools under the supervision of the Bureau of Private Education in
Muang District of Chiang Mai Province.

The Data-collecting instrument consisted of : 1) questionnaires
concerning child-rearings. 2) questionnaires on the significance the
parents have on their children’s readinéss to learn and 3) intellectual

readiness tests. The data were analyzed by finding the arithmetic




means, the standard deviations, the percentage, Biserial correlation,
and Pearson’s correlation efficient.

The findings of this study were as follow ;

1. There were mainly four types of child rearing , arranged in
order of preference as, Reasoning, Authoritariam, Overprotective and
Uninvolved.

2. The overall average of level of parental significance towards
children’s readiness to learn was medium. When considered separately
 the types of rearing that scored the highest average ranged as Reasoning,
Authoritarian, Overprotective and Uninvolved respectively.

3. The component of intellectual readiness that had the highest
average was that of counting and recognizing the number. The others,
in order of magnitude were, listening, general knowledge, auditory
discriminations, comparisons, visual discriminations, following-
direct.ions, whereas the components of sequencing and classifications
had the lowest mean scores.

4. The overall intellectual readiness of the subjects was
medium. When considered separately according to rearing types, Reasoning
scored the highest mean, followed by Authoritarian, Overprotective and
Uninvolved respectively.

5. With regard to the relationship between child rearing and
intellectual readiness, it was found that the most positive variable
belonged to the Reasoning type. Whereas the rest had the negative
value; Authoritarian (r = -.19); Overprotective (r = -.29) and

Uninvolved (r = -.56)




6. The relationship between the significance shown by parents
towards their children’s readiness to learn and intellectual readiness
was found to correlate positively in a high level. Wwhen considered
individually each type of rearing had the positive correlation efficient

between 0.49 - 0.82.
