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Abstract

This study aimed to survey the problems and needs concerning
guidance services of Prathom Suksa 6 students in Anubaan Chiang Mai
School. The samples were 150 Prathom Suksa 6 students during the
first term, academic year 1994. They were divided into three groups
of achievement ¢ 50 students in a group of high achievement, 50
students in a group of low achievement and 50 students in a group pf
moderate achievement.. The data were collected by the questionnaires.
The collected data were énalyzed by computing frequencies and
percentages, presented by _using description with tables.

The results were as follows :

1. Problems of Guidance Services.

1.1 Problems of Information Services : Most students
acquired little information from activities in school. They had not

enough time to study in the library. Information Services that



ought. to be developed to meet students needs are inviting experts ‘
to give lecture, on - line broadcasting, bulletin boards and
the weekly meeting. ‘

1;2 Problems of Counseling Services : Most students
~needed counseiing about studying. They prefered counseling about,
personal problem with member of their family . In the past academic
vear, most students did not use counseling services in guidance room
because they had no time. They viewed that its was not necessary.

1.3 Problems of Placement Services : There were more
members in Color group and Cooperative group than Academic activities
group. The students had little knowledge about career. Most students
intended to continue studying in secondary schools. They were helped
by school in remedial teaching and tutoring.

2. Needs of Guidance Services.

2.1 Needs of Information Services : Most students needed
information about their further education in secondary schools.
They needed bulletin boards which gave knowledge and information
about. education, appropriate method of studying, managing their
time effectively and different patterns of Information Services.

2.2 Needs of Counseling Services : Most students needed
counseling about, studying methods and their further education
or occupation. They needed couﬁseling in managing their time.-
effectively and taking good care of their health. They also
needed the teachers who understood them and who were willing

to be their counselor.



2.3 Needs of Placement Service : Most students needed
guidance about their further education by persons from secondary
schools. They needed t.ﬁtoring on Saturday to prepa_:r'e for examination.
Setting up more interest groups, remedial teaching in the evening,

and guidance to develop mental health were also needed.
