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Abstract

This independent study aimed to find out about conditions and
problems of Thai language remedial teaching in the primary schools in
San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province in terms of preparation for
remedial teaching, teaching processes including approaches to the
improvement of the teaching. The subjects were 85 Prathom Sukss 6
teachers in San Kamphaeng District. Questionnaires were used for
data cellection. The data were analyzed by using frequencies and
percentage and presented in descriptive manner. For administrative
preparation, pre-remedial teaching meetings were called for. Subject
teachers worked on remedial projects and teaching media themselves.

Schools provided some support. The problems found included lack of



co-operation, inadequate budget and inadequate follow-ups. Teachers
gained more relavant experiences through self-study. They selected
‘students by evaluating students’ obJjective passing scores using
avallable tests. Only some teachers prepared written instructional
plans. The teachers involved hardly had spare time for remedial
activities. Many had heavy responsibilities. Most lacked knowledge
and experiences of managing remedial teaching and media production.
Teachers used the time during lunch break for remedial teaching.
Teaching activities mostly used were assignments from exercise books
and teaching students individually. The supplementary activity
frequently used was library study assignment. Supplementary classes
were carried out in normal classrooms mostly twice a week. Evaluation
was done by checking the assignments. Those who failed were retaught
with different teaching methods. Students’ writing skill was a major
problem found. Parental support was moderately offered. Workshops,
discussions in schools, school visits and providing more supplementary

activities for students should be promoted.
