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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to‘ study the importances
and the use of school library for +the instruction,to study required
school 1library, and to propose the school library model that supported
the instruction according to the Revised B.E. 2833 Lower Secondary
-School Curriculum. ' .

The population in this research were administrators, teachers
and lower secondary school students in the Educational Opportunity
Expansion Schools under the Office of Chiang Mai Provincial Primary
Education. Questionnaires were used to collect data. The data was
analyzed by frequency, mean, standard deviation and presented by tables
with explanations.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The importénces and the use of the school library.

Most of adﬁinistrators encouraged the teachers to use

"resource " both printed and non-pr inted materials. All resources were




provided in the scheol library. Most of the budget were from government.
Most school libraries opened to service from Monday to Friday during the
official time. Academic teachers were also available to consult in
teaching-learning problems, innovation in teaching and learning and use
of all kinds of materials. Services for students were advice in searching
and use of books and materials. | -

The teachers used the following printed materials everyday:
texts, teacher handbocks and newspapers. They also used enrichment
books, reference books, Journals and magazines twice a wesk. The teachers
used non-printed materials charts, diagrams, pictures, posters, samples
and models twice a month. The students used printed materials as texts
and newspapers everyday. They used enrichment books, reference books,
Journals, magazines twice a week. The students used packages everyday
and used charts, maps and globes twice a week.

2. The required school library that supported the instruction
according to Revised B.E. 2533 Lower Secondary School Curriculum.

Administrators and teachers suggested the following
characteristics of school library (L Thé collecting of printed
materials, hardware and software, instuctional medias, and audiovisual
materials. (2) The development of potentials and facilitating to the
teachers. (3} Services to the teachers and students. (4) Organizing
all kind of activities for the teachers and students.

3. The proposed school library model for supporting learning
and teaching according to Revised B.E.2533 Lower Secondary School
Curriculum.

The proposed school library model composed of the following
characteristics 1) Instructional materials center 2) Professional
development center 3) Instructional services center 4) Educational

activity center.
