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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to investigate stress and factors
from working conditions attributed to stress on nurses. The
relationship between factors from working conditions and stress of
psychiatric nurses were also investigated. The population of the
study, with the number of 132, are all those nurses working at
Suanprung Hospital according to the official name listed by the
budgetary year 1994. Data was collected by questionaires, developed by
the researcher based on Kalimo, et. al., and Patcharin Sutantapaluda’s
instruments, and analyzed by program computer SPSS/PC*. Statistical
techniques are mean, standard deviation, percentage and Pearson

correlation coefficient.



The findings of the study were as followed.

1. Most of the nurses who take care of psychiatric patients had

stress at the middle level.

2. Nursing Care factors showed higher mean scores in
producing stress than other factors, next to the above factors were
the organizaﬁion structure, the environmental and working climate, and
the personal factors respectively.

3. All factors from working conditions showed positive

correlation with stress of the nurses at the middle level.
