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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study English reading
comprehension achievement and retention among students taught through
the Student-Generated Question technique. The subjects were 86
Mathayomsuksa level 5 students taking the English Reading level 3
course (English 033) at Nawamindhrachudhit Payap School, Chiang Mai
Province during the academic year 1995. They were divided into two
groups :the experimental group and the control group. Each group
consisted of 43 students. For 8 weeks, the researcher taught both
the experimental group using the Student-Generated Question technique
and the control group using the traditional technique. The English

reading achievement tests were administered after eacn lesson had been
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finished. Two weeks after the experiment, the retention test was
administered. The scores from the students' reading achievement test
and scores from the retention test were statistically analyzed by
means of arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and t—tesF,¥;

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The English reading comprehension achievement of the students
in the experimental group was significantly higher than that of the
control group at the level of .01.

2. The retention of the students in the experimental group
was significantly higher than that of the control group at the level
