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Abstract

The research was aimed at constructing leéson plans on AIDS
Education through Problem-Based Learning for Prathom Suksa 8 students.
The achievement was nmeasured by looking at the gained score where the
gcores derived from the pretest and posttest were compared, and
students behaviors while learning through Problem-Based learning were
observed and recorded. The research samples consisted of 30 Prathom
Suksa 6 students who were studying in the first semester of 1995
academic year at Chiang Dao school under the Office of Chiang Dao
District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province.

The research instruments consisted of ;

1. Thirteen lesson plans using'Problem—Based Learning for 39
periods

2. The achievement pretest and posttest with reliability of .89

3. The studentsf behaviors observation form.



Research findings were as follows :

1. Thirteen lesson plans using Problem-Based Learning divided
into two parts, with the lenght of 39 periods. The first part is
composed of three leading plans to Problem-Based Learning. The second
part is composed of ten lesson plans using Problem-Based Learning.

2. The achievement. score from posttest revealed higher score
than those of the pretest at .01 level.

3. Interest and preference behaviors of most students were found

to be highly satisfactory.
