The purposes of this study were to compare the guality of
differert attitude scale +ests of Buddhism, in the approach of
Thurstone, Fishbein & AJjzen, Likert and Osgood attitude tests. A
sample of 1,200 Mathayom Suksa 3 students during +the academic
yvear 1994 in Sakolnakhon Province was selected by two—stage random
sampl ing.

The results were

i. By studying Thurstone, Fishbein & Ajzen, Likert and Osgood
attitude tests revealed +that reliability coefficients were 0§.6005,
