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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare English writing
ability and opinions about classroom atmosphere of ¥English program
students taught through process and traditional approaches. The
subjects were 34 second year English program students of Rajabhat
Institute Chiangmai enrolled in Formal Paragraph Writing (1552102)
during the first semester of the academic year 1985. Divided into
two groups of 17 each— the experimental and the control— by

the final scores of Forms and Usage of Modern English I & II, the




subjects in both groups had comparable ability in English due to the
match pair sampling method. For 10 weeks the experimental group was
taught through the process appreoach, and thé control group through the
-traditional approach. The two groups were testedrin writing ability
after each type of paragraph writing had been taught. After the two
approaches had been completed, a summative test and a questionnaire for
students? opinions about classroom atmosphere were also administered
to both groups. The déta obtained were statistically analyzed by
means of arithmetic mean and standard deviation.

The findings were as followss:

1. The students in the experimental group taught through the
process approach had higher English writing ability mean scores +than
those in the control group taught through the traditional approach.

2. The opinions about classroom atmosphere of the students in

both groups were different.
