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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to study the conditions,
problems and to propose the ways of organizing curriculum and instruction
fundamental vocations in secondary schools in different sizes, in Lamphun
province. The population were 15 schoel administrators, 15 vocational
teachers and 150 students who studied fundamental vocation courses. The
data were collected by questionaires and analyzed by frequencies, mode
and percentage. The figures and descriﬁtion -were presented in the
tabular forms. The results were as follows :

In case of adapting the curriculum into instruction. The £eachers
in every size school developed the vocational curriculum to be consistent
with the local situations by developing instuctional process focusing on
the theme of coﬁrses to be consistent with the conditions of 1life,
economics and local society. Most teachers prepared lesson plans by
themselves by analyzing course descriptions as the first priority. But

the lesson plans were not the activities of the process emphasized one.



The problems of adapting the curriculum into instruction,
schools in every size faced with the problems of lacking budget and
documents for preparation their lessoﬁ plans, unable to determine
the objectives to be suitable with teaching periods, unable te
determine the content to be consistent with local situations and needs,
unable to determine the activities of emphasizing process skills,
unable to determine instructional meterials appropfiate with the
amounts and groups of learners and unable to determine the methods
and instrument for measurement and evaluation to cover all areas.

Facilitating administrative factors and environment.
Electrical work were taught in every size school where the need of
students was met. Most schools did not provide enough curriculum
materials to the teachers. Even if the instructional materials were
st.ill in good conditions by not enough. They used shops in schools
where were appropriate but. not enough either.

The problems of facilitating the administrative factors and
enviroment were inefficient of curriculum materials service, lacked
budget to produce-or buy the instructional materials, unsuitable
classrooms,  lacked data about local community resources and unregular
supervision and monitoring. |

Teaching and learning. Most schools in every size teachers
used work sheets, demonstration method and inquiry wmethod. The teachers
did not use the 9 process skills in their instruction because 1lack of
understanding. The remedial lessons were used with the weak students
while the purpose of the learning measurement and evaluation was to
advise the students and to improve the instruction. Most teachers used

the method of examinihg of work practice focused on the skills.



The problems of instruction management of fundamental vocations,
schools in every size faced with the problems of lacking supported
budgets, lacking resources for teaching techniques acquire and
instruction time was not enough. They could not measure and

evaluate according to the given periods.
