Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the dental health care behaviors of
parents of 2-3 years old children at Saraphi district, Chiang Mai Province, and the factors
which affect their dental health care behaviors. The study focused on three factors based
on the PRECEDE-PROCEED model. The firét was the predisposing factors which include
knowledge, beliefs, and attitudes toward children’s dental health care of parents. The
second was enabling factors which include the accessibilities to dental health service,
food shops, grocery stores, and shops that sell tools for dental hygiene. The third was
reinforcing factors which include dental heatth care information received from mass media
and social supports from relatives, neighbours, and local public heaith centers. The sample
size of 282 cases was obtained through multi-stage sampling technique. The tools used in

gathering the data were interview questionnaires, in-depth interview and observation. The



data were analyzed by means of, the SPSS/PC4 to obtain the frequency, percentage,
mean, standard-deviation, and stepwise multiple regression.

The findings were as follows:

1. The dental health care behaviors of parents of 2-3 years old children were at
the poor to average level, with the oral cleaning and oral examination at the average level,
and the feeding pattern and dental visits at the poor level.

2. Such predisposing and reinforcing factors as parents’ knowledge, their beliefs,
and information received form mass media had positive effects on the dental health care
behaviors of parents at the .01 significant level, while the enabling factors did not.. When
ranked in order of inportance, the beliefs of parents on dental health care were placed
first in influencing the health care behéviors of parents, dental health care information

received from mass media second, and knowledge of parents on dental health care third.
