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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to investigate the opinion by
gender, on guidance activities in guidance courses of the lower
secondary students who were enrolled in 1987 academic year in Ban Pa
Kha Mae Ngern Samakkhi Community School, Chiang Saen District, Chiang
Rai Province. The instrument used was the rating-scale questionnaire
which was sent to 117 subjects. The collected data were analyzed to
yield basic statistics such as percentage, f{requency, mean, and
standard-deviation.

The findings were :

The subjects placed high level of agreement for guidance

activities offered in the guidance courses then breaking down to




educational, occupational, and personal social dimensions, the
subjects rated most of them at "high agreement” .  There was no
gender difference in this regard. Except few statements,both male and
female students rated "highest agreement” for the aspects of content,
method of teaching,and teaching atmosphere of the guidance activities.
