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Abstract

The purposes of this study were tolstudy the organization of English instruction of
Prathom Suksa 1 teachers according to the 1996 English curriculum and to investigate the
problems and needs of those teachers in primary schools under the Office of Primary
Education of Muang Lampang District in the second semester, 1997 academic year. The
population were 88 teachers from 84 schools. The reseach instruments were the
questionnairs and the coliected data were analyzed through frequencies, percentage, means
and standard deviations then presented in tables and descriptive analysis -

The findings were as follows : |

1. Learning schedule for Prathom Suksa 1 English lauguage was found every
afternoon from Monday through Friday allocated 20 minute—period each afternoon. Almost
all of the teachers applied the instructional package which prepared by the group of teachers
and supervisors. Those packages and the lesson plans accompanied were used by the
instructions and more contents were approptiately added. The teachers used Thai more than
English in teaching. The student-centered approach helped create fun and positive aftitude
towards English among students. The activities of singing, coloring, role-playing and games
were most provided and the most used teaching materials were the authentic materials,
pictures for coloring, tape casettes, books and games. The use of English in terms of socio-

cuitural function was practiced as greeting, leave taking and introducing oneself and others.




The ability of following the directions and participating in the activities were the critetion of
evaluation.

2. The problems and needs of Prathom Suksa 1 teachers in the primary school were
that most teachers had too many teaching hours which caused them lacking of time for
teaching preparation. They lacked of knowledge and skills in selecting appropriate teaching
modeis and wanted some helps from the administrators, supetvisors, skiliful teachers and
assistance from the university and educational institute lectureres for teaching techniques,

knowledge on native speakers’ cuiture and how to produce and use the teaching materials.
