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Abstract

The objective of this study is to study the state of readiness
and probiems with studying computer in the Reform of Primary School
Education Projectt. The Maesai Primary Education School District,
Chiang Rai Province is in charge of this project. The objects that
are in this study including the school administers, teachers who teach
computer, and the 6" grade students, who choose to study Beginning
Computer Subject. All of the objects are the total of 184 people.
The tools, which were use in the study, were a set of questionnaire.
It was use to analyze the data, average, standardize, and performance.

The results came out to:

1. _'.[he schools had set up computer rooms and the condition

which suitable to teach and hold any computer activity. In each room



include 4-6 computer sets, master controller, and printer that was
given to the school from the Reform of Primary School Education
Project. Each school arrange to have a teacher who teach and
responsible for the computer room. These teachers had passed training
on how to use the computer, which the government service had provided.
2. Most schools that have the condition to teach computer found
that they do not have any budgets to improve and update the software.
Also no budgets for maintenance and upkeep these computers. And there
are not enough computer sets for all the students. The staffs are not
educated enough to know how to solve the problems that occur while
teaching. While the students themselves do not have enough English
background, and most of them also do not know how to type English.
