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Abstract

This study was aimed at probing the issue of parental
participation in ctudent development in Pratupa School, Muang Lamphun
- District. Altogether, 109 parents of School students were asked to
respond to the checklist questionnaire containing items relevant to the
studied issue. Collected data were then analyzed by using percentage.

The study found that almost all parents surveyed did
participate, in one form or another, in activities considered
instrumental in their children’s future educational and training
development. All, to varying degress, did help their children wake up
and get up on time, brush their teeth, wash their faces, take a bath

and get dressed. As regards participation in direct school affairs it



was found that more than half of the parents reported they had
provided School with useful information, attended necessary meetings
and given needed support to School general operations and activities.

In addition, parents were found to have well participated in
their children’s personal growth and development. In particular, they
were Tound to have encouraged their children to engage in  activities
of their own choices such as physical exercised, sports event, musgic,
language and dramatic arts. Finally, parents suggested that School
be more serious in academic and instructional matters as well as in

matters related to student disciplines.
