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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine conditions and probiems of instructional
management of Aids Education in primary schools. The samples were 186 Prathom Suksa 1-6
teachers under the Office of Mae Sai District Primary Education, Chiang Rai Province chosen by
simple random sampling. A questionnaire was administered and analyzed by using frequency,
percentage, mean and standard .deviation'. The analyses were presented by tables and
analytical description. |

Research findings were as follows:

1. Conditions regarding teachers

Most teachers were female, 31-40 years of age, 16-20 years of teaching experience,
with bachelor degrees. They had to teach all subjects over 3 years. They had knowledge about

Aids but no experience of seminars and training about Aids teaching.
2. Conditions and problems regarding administration

The administrators supported the teachers by providing the printed supplementaries,
develop teaching skills through self-study and follow-up by supervision. Most teachers stated

that they had not enough budget and material. They taught Aids because they recognized the



epidemic disease in community. It was found that the administrators were not encourage

teachers' moral.
3. Conditions and problems regarding students

Students had opportunity to take part in extra activity by making bulletin boards. They
showed enthusiastic and concurrent to study. Beside instructional activities of Aids education in
clasées, they learned more information from radio, television as well as remedial teaching. Most
schools arranged Aids protected project by -the leader of healthy section in schools. The
problems were that they were too many studénis in class and they were not ready to study Aids.

4. Conditions and problems‘ regarding contents and instructional activities

Most teachers emphasized teaching knowledge about Aids but they did not prepare
the lesson plan. They integrated Aids contents in all subjects, selected contents according to the
students' interest and capacity. Thé p.rinted matters were most provided. Instructional mefhods
most often employed were lectures and had Aids' cormer. Problems were that the teachers
lacked of curriculum documents, teacher's handbock and less time to prepare the activities.

5. Conditions and problems regarding instructional materials

Most materials were from donation and made by students which the teachers

provided the materials. Before using, some of them were tried ouf. The most of teaching
materials were pictures. The quality of them was middle level and inadequate. The teachers
askéd for support from the Health Center. They prepared Aids' corner with brochures, printed
materials, magazines, number of texts and supplementaries. Problems were that they lacked of
budget to buy, to produce, to repair and take care of materials.

6. Conditions and problems regarding measurement and evaluation

The methods of measurement and evatuation used wés asking questions focusing on
objectives. The multiple choices test was administered after instruction in order to evaluate
achievement. It was found that there were not enocugh materials for producing the tests. In

addition, the teachers could not follow-up the students for using-Aids knowledge in daily life.
