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Abstract

This research was conducted to investigate elderly people’s need for occupation training,
which is to enhance more earning. Selected group comprised 10 % of members from assemblies of
elderly group in Chiang Mai municipality area. Questionnaire was used as a tool for collecting data.
Data were analyzed through uses of mean, percentage, and standard deviation.

It was found that the need for occupation training of elderly people was at a medium level.
They expected the training to be practical and able to earn approximately 1,000-2,000 bath per month.
The elderly were interested in art works, cooking, making sweets and making gifts, respectively. The
appropriate length of time for training should be 3-6 hours from 9.00 — 12.00. Tuition fee ought to be
not more than 300 bath. In addition to time and tuition fee, it was agreed that a convenient training
place should be either at an assembly of elderly group or a public academic center. Moreover, they
stated that marketing management should be lectured afler completing the job training courses.
Furthermore, the trainees should be urged to form a group themselves in order to establish a

cooperative for selling their products and participate further related activities.
