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Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate characteristics of teachers in the Opportunity
Expansion schools affiliated to the Office of Pong District Primary Education, Phayao province as
viewed by their students. The poputation of this study included 32 teachers teaching Prathom
Suksa 6 in the areas of Thai Language, Mathematics, Life Experiences and English Language
and 32 teachers teaching Mathayom Suksa 3 subjects of Thai Language, Mathematics, Science
and English Language, along with 226 Prathom Suksa 6 students and 207 Mathayom Suksa 3
students to answer the questionnaires concerning teachers' characteristics. The colledted data
were analyzed by computing frequencies, percentages, means, and standard deviations and
presented through tables and description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Teachers' characteristics regarding their personality and human relationships. They
were rated at the high level in aimost all aspects including; no consumption of too much alcoholic
drink so that they were disliked; wearing neat and appropriate clothes; feeling confident and bold
to express themselves through both verbal and acting; not being too proud of themseives,
badtempered and punitive, speakiné clearly and easily understood; and getting along well with

others and being accepted. Those characteristics which were rated at the moderate level



included; being enjoyable and having a sense of humor; encouraging students by using rewards
and praise; strictly maintaining the rule concerning students’ uniforms and misbehaviors.

2. Characteristics concerning academic affairs and instructional behavior. They were
rated at the high level in most of the aspects including; good knowledge of the subject contents;
informing students the learning objectives; checking students assignments regularly; giving clear
and understandable presentation; teaching completely and thoroughly the contents assigned and
fuily giving students opportunity to qﬁestion and to express their opinions, Those characteristics
rated at the moderate level includéd; using instructional technology and teaching materials;
applying various learning methods such as games, songs, competitions, field {rips, experiments,
and practice in real situations; and managing atmosphere both in the classroom and outside
appropriately.

3. Characteristics regarding moral and ethics. Most of them were rated at the high level
including; not gambling or using narcotics; not conducting adultery, not taking advantage on
students, or hurting them physically or psychologically; not cunning and being selfish; and not
being too proud of themselves, bad-tempered and punitive.

The tdtal characteristics of teachers in each category found at the high level started from
characteristics regarding moral and ethics, then personality and human relationships, and those

concerning academic affairs and instructional behavior respectively.
