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ABSTRACT

This piece of research aims at studying the use of motivation based upon four
contemporary psychology theories of social studies teachers in Chiang Mai University
Demonstration School. It also studies the attitudes of the students toward the use of such 4
motivation. The group targeted for such a research is the third — stage group of 122 students plus
3 social studies teachers. The instruments used comprise the mode of analysis intended to observe
the use of motivation, the open~ ended questionnaire administered to students, and a set of
interview questions administered to the teachers concerned. The research finds that the social
studies teachers use motivation based upon the concepts derived from the following four theories,
namely : |

In using classroom motivation based upon behavioral approaches, the teachers use
certain incentives. The incentives often found are use of the questions about general knowledge
and the offer of prizes to those who can answer the questions correctly. This method is well —
received.

In using classroom motivation based upon humanistic approaches, the teachers create the
relaxed atmosphere by exchanging pleasantries and unpleasantries and by facilitating the students

in their search for academic knowledge.



In using classroom motivation based upon cogpitive approaches, the teachers urge the
students to think by the use of challenging questions without offering the prizes as incentives. The
teachers also arrange for debates about other external situation that occurs.

In using classroom motivation based upon social learning approaches, the teachers act as
modeling by showing enthusiasm in teaching and offering opportunities for students to
accomplish.

As regards the attitudes of the students toward the use of motivation by teachers, the
research finds that the students feel satisfied with the teachers who can make them well

‘understand the lessons and with the teachers using the questions about the general knowledge. As
regards what the students want from the teachers, the research finds that the students would like
the teachers to offer opportunities for everyone of them to answer the questions, and to add

activities that the students enjoy such as competition in games as well as sight — seeing tours.
