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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the effects of
tape - recorded complete stories and tape recorded incomplete stories
used in art education on creative thinking development of Prathom Suksa
2 students and 2) to compare the creative thinking development of Prathom
Suksa 2 students listening to tape - recorded complete stories and
incomplete tape - recorded stories.

The subjects used in this study were 68 Prathom Suksa 2 students
from Anubarn Chiang Mai School, Chiang Mai Province. The subjects were
divided into 2 experinbntal groups ,34 students in each group, receiving
either tape - recoded complete stories or incomplete tape - recorded stories.
The instruments .used in the study were: 1) two kinds of tape - recorded
stories: tape — recorded complete stories and tape - recorded incomplete

stories and 2) creative thinking test.



The creative thinking scores were analyzed by using t—test
through the SPSS/PC program. The findings of the study were as follows:

1. Students’ creative thinking scores tested before and after
using tape - recorded complete stories were significantly different at
the .001 level.

2. Students’ creative thinking scores tested before and after
using tape - recorded incomplete stories were significantly different
at the .001 level.

3. The creative thinking development of students listening to
tape - recorded complete stories and tape-recorded inconﬁalete stories

were significantly different at the .05 level.
