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Abstract

The purposes of research were to design lesson plans with
selected activites on teaching English Comprehension of Prathom Suksa 6
_ students, to compare the gained scores and to study the Effect Size of
the English Reading Comprehension of the students learned through those
lesson plans.

The sample used in this study was 80 prathom suksa 6 students
of Put.tisdpon School, under Muang Chiang Mai District Primary Education
Office, Chiang Mai Province, studying in the first secmester of 1895
academic year. This sample was randomly selected through Simple Random
Sampling Method and divided the experimental and control group of 40
students in each.

The instruments used included four lesson plans with selected
activities for twenty-four periods of teaching and a fifty-item test

was used for pre-and post-test. Those Iinstruments were implemented




within 3 months (during June-August) and the collected data were then
analyzed through the computations of mean, standard deviation, t-test
and Effect Size.

The findings of the this study were as follows :

1. Fach of those four lesson plans with selected activities on
teaching English Comprehension of Prathom Suksa 6 students comprised
4 types of activities ; listening to the ﬁape recorder, detective games,
jig-saw games, and sequencing the pictures of comics : The plans could
improve the students’. performance and they were enjoyable when
participating the activities.

2. The pretest and posttest scores of the English Reading
Comprehension of the students learned through the lesson plans with
selected activities on teaching English Comprehension were significantly
different. at the level of .01.

3. The English Reading Comprehension achievement of the students
learned through those lesson plans with selected activities on teaching
English Comprehension was higher than those learned through teacher’s
manual of English Is Fun at the .01 level of significance and the

Effect Size (ES) was 1.06 sigma.
