Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the ability and
opinions concerning FEnglish summery writing of Mathayom Suksa 35
Students taught by semantic mapping activities as compared with those
taught through the regular activities of the teacher.

The subjects of this study were 120 mathayom suksa 5 students
taking FEnglish 4 (English 014) in the second semester of the 1995
academic year at Montfort College, Chiang Mai Province. They were
divided into two groups - the experimental group and the control group.
Each group consisted of 60 students. The English proficiency of both
groups was found to be nonsignificantly different by analysing the
mean scores of their English 013 by t-test. The experimental group
learned through the semantic mapping activities while the control

group was taught through the regular activities of the teacher for 6



weeks - 2 periods of 50 minutes per week. Both groups were given
summary writing tests before and after the treatment. In addition,
they were given a questionnaire on their opinions before their post
test. The difference of the gained scores in summary writing and
the opinion scores were collected and analysed by t-test, yielding
results as follows:

1. The gain scores concerning English summary writing of
mathayom suksa 5 Students taught by using semantic mapping activities
were statistically higher than those taught through the regular
activities of the teacher at the level of significance .0l.
| 2. The opinions concerning English summary writing of mathayom
suksa 5 students taught by semantic mapping activities were
statistically more positive than those taught through the regular

activities of the teacher at the level of significance .01.
