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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to construct and develop the
self-report form on democracy as a way of life for Prathom Suksa &
students, and to study the relationships between democracy as a way of
life and home, school, and social environment of Prathom Suksa 6
students. The home environment consists of five categories ¢ Parents
Education, Economic and Social Status of Family, Treatment of
Children, Family Relationships, and Democratic Behavior of Guardians.
The school environment cosists of three categories : School
Activities, Class Activities, and Teacher’s Role. The social
environment consists of two categories: Peer Relationships, and
Understanding of Information from Mass Media. "Democracy as a way of
life" consists of three areas: Mutual Respect, Unity, and Wisdom.

The 319 samples were Prathom Suksa 6 students under the
office of Sankamphaeng District Primary Education ChiangMai in
the second semester of 1995. The data colleéted was the evaluating
form for ‘“democracy as a way of life" and three questionaires for

home, school, and social environment. The data was analyzed by using




SPSS/PC computer program for correlation coefficient and multiple
- regression by stepwise method. The findings were as follows:

1. The "democracy as a way of life" evaluating form was
constructed as a behavioral indicator rating scale of Mutual Respect,
Unity, and Wisdom. Each area respectively consists of 24,14 and 10
items.This evaluating form had construct validity, high discrimination
and reliability.

2. Thére were high relationships between the "democracy as a way
of life" areas.

3. Home, shool, and social environment had relationships with
all of the "democracy as a way of life" areas; Treatment of Children,
-Family relationships, Democratic Behavior of Guardians, and Peer
Relationships. Understanding of Information from Mass Media had
relationships with Unity and Wisdom. Democratic Behavior of Guardians,
Peer Relationships, and Fémily Relationships were good predictors of

democracy as a way of life.
