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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the antenatal care behaviors, the factors
which related to the antenatal care behaviors and the order of the importance of factors that
effect on the antenatal care behaviors of pregnant women in Governmental Hospitals, Muang
District, Chiang Mai Province. 368 samples were selected from pregnant women who were
delivered at Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital and Matemgl and Child Hospital (Health

Promotion Center Region X). The instruments used to collect data were interview

questionnaires. As for data ana;lizing, the SPSS/PCT was utilized to obtain the mean, standard
deviation, Pearson's Product Moment Coefficient Correlation and Stepwise Multiple
Regression Analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. Pregnant women in Governmental Hospitals possess the antenatal care behaviors at
a good level. The most importance reason for having the antenatal care was for mother and
infant's health. The reasons for the late antenatal care were found: Not knowing of the

pregnancy, no convince of the pregnancy and having no time to the hospitals.



2. Factors related to the antenatal care behaviors found that:

2.1 Demographic economic social factors on migration; on the family income and
complications during pregnancy were significantly related at the 0.001 and 0.05 level
respectively.

2.2 Predisposing factors on attitude toward pregnancy; on knowledge about
pregnancy and the antenatal care, perceived susceptibility, severity to complications of
pregnancy and benefits of the antenatal care were significantly related at the 0.001 and 0.05
level respectively.

2.3 Enabling factors on the duration of the travelling, the duration of waiting for
the doctors, service expense, work leaving for the doctors and clinic's open hours were not
related.

2.4 Reinforcing factors on social support of the husband was significantly related
at the 0.001 level.

3. Factors in the order of their importance were attitude toward pregnancy, migration,
social support of the husband and the family income that effect on the antepatal care

behaviors respectively.
