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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to compare the development
of Mathayom Suksa 5 students’ reading comprehension, speed,
and word recognition by using the repeated reading technique.

The subjects of this study were 306 purposively
sampled Mathayom Suksa 5 students taking English Reading 3
(English 0333 in the first semester of the academic year 1996
at Wattanothaipayap School, Chiang Mai province. They were
divided into three groupss: skilled, average, and poor. Each
group consisted of 10 students. All the students read the
given passages in four versions. Error words and non-words were
inserted in each version. While reading for comprehension,

the students had to find all the error words and non-words.



After finishing reading, the students answered the given
questions al the end of each version. Regarding the speed,
the researcher did a time recording in each version for all
the students. The obtained data were analyzed by using

One-~way ANOVA.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The English reading comprehension of skilled,
average, and poor students was not significantly
different.

Z. The speed used in reading of skilled, average, and
poor students was significantly different at the
level of.01 and .05.

3. The word recognition of skilled, average, and poor
students was significantly different at the level

of .01 and .05.
