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Abstract

This thesis was éimed at examining Social Studies Subject (S. 402)
instructional  activities designed for democracy development in  secondary
schools under the General Education Department in Educational Region 8. They
featured both classroom and extra-curricular activities. Study  population
comprised 142 Social Studies teachers from 137 schools within the Region.
The research instrument was the rating scale questionaire with having 0.78 reliability,
Questionaires were administered (sent) and 125 or 88.02 % returned. Data were
then analyzed using average, percentage and standard deviation. Findings were
as follows : |

1. Overall, teachers® preparations of instructional plans, actual instruction

and instructional measurement and evaluation were rated at a fair level.



2. As regards extra-curricular activities it was found that activity
planing, activity implementation and activity measurement and evaluation were
also rated at a fair level.

3. Instructional problems in the 3 stages were rated at a fair level.
And

4. Problems encountered in implementing extra-curricular activities were

also rated at a fair level.
