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Abstract

This thesis was designed to study English teaching behaviors
achievement on English for communication of Prathom Suksa 6 students,
and to find out the relationship between English teaching behaviors
and studeﬁts' achievement on English for communication, as well as
to compare English teaching behaviors of Prathom Suksa 6 teachers in
the high English learning achievement schools to those in the low
English learning achievement schools.

Study sample comprised 8 Prathom Suksa 6 English teachers and
150 Prathom Suksa 6 students under the Muang Chiang Mai and San Kamphaeng
District Office of Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province, during the

1995 academic year, chosen by the multi-stage random sampling method.




Data colliecting instruments were behavior observation, verbal
interaction observation, tests and interview form. Collected data were
analyzed by using frequencies, percentages, arithmetic mean, standard
deviations, the Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient, t-test,
U-test and the subsequent about thoughts, problems and requirements in

Communicative BApproach reported using analytical descriptive form.

The major £indings were as follows:

1. Most of the English teachers in both high and low English
learning achievement schools applied the communicative Approach in their
teaching. However, the English teachers in the low group applied the
approach more than the other. As the instructional behaviors comparison
was concerned, it was found that the English teaching behaviors in the
high and low schools differed significantly at the .0l level.

2. As regards verbal interaction in the classroom, teachers
talked direct influence more than indirect influence by lecture; giving
facts, expressing, explanation. Some indirect influence, when used,
was asking a question about content, as well as accepted or used
students' ideas. While students talked to response more than to
initiation.

3. The average achievement on Ehglish for communication scores
of Prathom Suksa 6 students in the high schools were. 56.00 out of
80.00 scores while those of the low schools were 53.53.

4. There was negative tendency relationship found between
teaching behaviors and the achievement on English for communication

of Prathom Suksa 6 students in both high and low schools.




5. The English teachers of both high and 10& schools were
English Major and Minor; 37.50 percent, and non English Major and Minor;
62.50 percent. Most of them had average more than 10 years of Engliish
teaching experience, and also used to be trained about English
curriculum concerned the Communicative Approach many years ago.

Concerning the problems in structioﬁal events, both high and
iow English learning achievement schools were instructional activities,
teachers' background, students' background, instructional materials
and media, and school administrators®' background were found available.

Base on the findings, the English teachers required to be adviced
from the school administrators and the English supervisory group.
instructional meterials and media, be gained the inservice training
concerning communicative technigue teaching, producing instructional
media, measurement and evaluation technique and standardized tests, as

well as the revising texts to be appropriate in content and activities.
