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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop the programmed lesson
on “'Present Simple Tense" for Mathayom Suksa 2 students and to study the
resulte of using the lesson in terms of students' achievement and
students' behaviors. The samples were 50 Mathayom Suksa 2 students of
Wachirapasang School, Pasang District, Lamphun Province, in the first
semester of the academic year 1996.

The instruments for this study were 1) the programmed lesson on
"Pregsent Simple Tense" for Mathayom Suksa 2 students constructed by the
researcher, 2) the achievement test using for pretest and posttest,
written by the researcher, and 3) Students' Behaviors Chservation Form;

This programmed lesson was a linear program composed of four units.
. After try-outs, the lesson effectiveness scores were found to be above
the establishéd criterion of 80/80, and the reliability of the test

was 0.72.



After pretested with the achievement test, students studied the
programmed lesson by themselves from unit 1 to unit 4. The researcher
observed and recorded students' behaviors while they were studying. At
the end, students took the posttest which was the same as_the pretest.

It was found that students' posttest mean score was significantly
higher than their pretest score at the .01 level. W®While studying by
themselves, most students paid more attention in the first 30 minutes
of every study hour. Besides, more students paid attention only during

the first hour and the last hour of their study.
