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Abstract

This study investigated an implementation of standard criteria
including its problems and obstacles in implementing in primary
schools under the Office of Mas Taeng District Primary Education,
Chiang Mai Province. The sample comprised 68 school administrators
and 209 teachers under the forementioned office. The instrument wused
was a rating scale questiomnaire. Whereupon, the collected data were
analyzed through the applications of percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The findings could be sumarized as follows :

Administrators and teachers viewed on an  implementation of
standard criteria as a whole concerning the 4 stages of
implementation, i.e., school development needs asssssment, evaluation

and performance summary, performance improvement plamming and plan



implementation were found to be at the "low" problematic level. When
considered within each stage separately ; these problems and cbstacles

were found : lacked of data/information and systematic storage, lacked

of budgetary support especially annual budget allocation, lacked of

planning knowledge and understanding, and no evaluation and performance

summary whatsoever.
