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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the effects of sport skills learning
with 2 different methods of sport skills teaching though PSI for Learners with different
abilities. Subjects were 60 male students, majoring in the Physical Education,
Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University. They were divided into two groﬁps
in terms of skill level, one of high skill level and the other of a low skill level.

Both groups consisted of 30 students. Each group was divided into two sub-groups.
Simple random sampling method was used. The instruments of this study were PSI,
which had 2 different teaching methods as follows: Part-Whole Method and
Repetitive-Part Method, Brady Volleyball Test, Opinion Inquiry of PSi. Both groups
attended in the PSI. The results of the completed study in each unit were analyzed
by using means and percentage.

The results of this study indicated that :

1. The high skill level students, who were taught with Part-Whole Method

and Repetitive-Part Method, showed that there was no difference in neither number



of students passing the performance test, the number of task repeaters nor time on

task.

2. The low skill level students who were taught with Part-Whole Method
and Repetitive-Part Method, also showed that there was no difference in neither
number of students passing the performance test, the number of task repeaters nor
time on task.

3. After the performance test of the high and low skill ievel students,
who weré taught with Part-Whole Method, there was no difference in the number of
students who passed the test, the number of task repeaters . However, time on task
was a significant difference at .0 1level.

4. After the performance test of the high and low skill level students,
who were taught with Repetitive-Part Method, there was no difference in the number
of students who passed the test, the number of task repeaters . However, time on
task was a significant difference at .01level.

3. The conclusion of the students’ opinions of PSI were they had
an enthusiasm to study and understood the learning objective, also the media’s was
easy to use. The students felt proud by the successes the program brought them.
There was a proctor who helped the students when advise was heeded, also
to test and evaluate the students upon completion of the course.' PSl is the teaching
method for the student to have responsibility to learn by themselves, it is also
to develop their sporting skills. The conclusion showed that most of the students

were satisfied with PSI.
