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Abstract

The purposes of this Independent Study was to s.tudy conditions
and problems in using the Concentrated Language Encounters Approach for
Prathom Suksa 1 Thai Language Teaching in Tha wang pha District, Nan Province
in instructional planning, class conduction, class  atmosphere, teaching aids and
evaluation,

The populstion used in the study were 11 teachers teaching
Thai in Prathom Suksa 1. The research instruments desighed by the
researcher were the questionnair, interview and observation checklist, The
compiled data were then statistically analyzed by means of median and

frequency. The results of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. Conditions in conducting  Concentrated  Language Encounters
Approach for Thai Language.

Instructional Planning : Most of the teachers prepared the lesson at
the least level.

Class Conduction ;: Most of the ieachers performed at the less
level in providing classroom activities to be consistent with the evaluation,
and at the least level in teaching according to the teaching objectives,

Class Atmosphere : Only one teacher performed all of the five
steps but did not gave their students opportunities to express their thinking.

Teaching Aids : Those {eaching aids which all of ihe teachers
used in teaching were pictures teaching aids and told stories using, printed
materials in role piaying, all materials for students in making small books
and writing stories. Teaching Aids which all of the teachers did not used
in teaching were tracing to practice wvriting letters, the radio, the cassette
tape. The teaching aids which only one teacher used in teaching were local
teacher made teaching aids, ready made teaching aids, picture: and other
teaching aids in role playing, letter charts, word cards, sentence cards, games,
riddies, books and drawing or diagrams.

Evaluation : Only one teacher out of 11 used many methods of

eveluation such as practice listening, speaking, reading and writing  test.



Other methods were questions and answers, exercises, write legibly, reading
correctively and testing the students or their thai language.

2. Problems in conducting Concentrated Language Encounters for
Thai  Language. It was féund that there was not enough teachers handbooks,
textbooks, caurse books and teaching aids for schools and students. Teachers did
not attend any courses in teaching Thai by Concentrated Language Encounters
Approach. They did not understand how to write lesson plans and do
evaluation. They did not have time to  prepare lessons. They salso had

problems with budgets and transportation.
