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Abstract

This study investigated state and prospect for academic
administration development in the remote area schools. The population
under study consisted of 96 school administrators and teachers from
the remote area schools under the Muang Chiang Rai District Primary
Education Office in the 1996 academic year. The instrument used was
rating ' scale questionnaire and open erded form. Whereupon, the
collected data were analyzed through the applications of percentage,
mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that state of academic administration
development in the remote area schools in all 9 aspects were averagely
rated at the high level of performance. As for prospects for

develbpment in all 9 aspects; they were as follows : national

Moreover, the library should provide variety of books enough
for services and should set up activities that students could
participaﬁa in. Plaming for supervision should be systematic. The
learning activities should be set up according to learners’ needs and
appropriatable to the local situations. Lastly, administrators should
given support to personrel concerning self development by attending

academic activities.
