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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to investigate the
instructional problems and needs for supervision of Thai language
teachars to suggest the duide lines for supervigion improvement in
orimary schools. The population in this study were 120 Prathom Suksa
i-4 Thai language teachers teaching the Thai language by using
"Fundamental Thai Language Text Books'. The instruments consisted
of tha questionnaires and .observation form. The gquestionnaires wag
used with the population asking about instructional problems and neads
for supervision consisted of 8 areas with the aresa of curriculum and
curriculum  documents, the area of teaching preparation, the area of
tzaching methods, the area of technigques and processes in teaching the
Thai language, the area of teaching aids, the area of mesdsurement. and
evaluation, the area of language improvement activities and the area

of remedial te=aching. The obtained data were analyzed by frequency



and percentage. The observation form used for 12 samples consisted
of 4 areas with the area of teaching methods, the areé of techniques
and processes in teaching the Thai language, the area of teaching aids,
and the area of measurement and evaluation. The obtained data were
srouped and analyzed with the problems obtained from the questionnaires.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. In the area of curriculum and curriculum documents, all the
Thai language teachers from Prathom Suksa 1-4 had all the problems
mentionad in the questionnaires and needed supervision in the forms of
seminar, doctment study, workshop and the observation of demonstration
teaching.

2. In the area of teaching preparation, Thai language teachers
from Prathom Suksa 1-2 had no probklem in the item of the realization
in the needs of teaching preparation. But in the other items all the
teachers of all levels had all the problems and needad the supsrvision
in the forms of seminar, workshop, document study.and vigiting study.

3. In the area of teaching methods, all the teachers had all
the problems and needed the supervision in the form of the observation
of demonstration teaching, document study, seminar, workshop and
vigiting study.

4. In the area of techniques and processes in teaching the Thai
language, Thai language teachers from Prathom Suksa 1-2 had all the
problems but Thai language teachers from Prathom Suksa 3-4 had no problem
in the skill of using blackhoard and needed the supervision in the forms
of the observation of demonstration teaching, seminar, documznt study,

visiting study and workshop.



5. In the area of teaching aids, all the teachers had all the
problems and needed the supervision in the forms of workshop, the
observation of demonstration teaching, seminar and document study.

6. In the area of measurement and evaluation, all the teachers
had all the problems and needed the supervision in the forms of seminar,
document study and workshop.

7. In the area of language improveaent activities, all the
teachers had all the problems and neseded the supervision in the forms
of s=minar, document study, the observation of demonstration teaching,
‘workshop and vigiting study.

8. In the area of remedial teaching, all the teachers had all
the problems and needed the supervigion in the forms of document study,

seminar, workshop and the ohservation of demonstration teaching.
