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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to construct an activity package for
promoting knowledge, awareness and life skills for AIDS prevention for Prathom
Suksa 5 students, to study the knowledge, awareness and life skills of the students
who learned through the activity package, and to study students’ behaviors while
learning with the activity package. The research population consisted of 30
Prathom Suksa 5 students who were studying in the first semester of 1997
academic year at Wat Laan Tong School under the Office of San Kamphaeng
District Primary Education, Chiang Mai province. The research instruments
consisted of 1) the activity package for promoting knowledge, awareness and life
skills for AIDS prevention which consisted of 12 activities for 41 periods, 2) an
achievement test concermning knowledge on AIDS for Prathom Suksa 5 students,
3) a questionnaire on AIDS awareness, 4) a test of life skills for AIDS

prevention, and  5) an observation form for recording students’ behaviors while



engaging each activity. Data collected were analyzed by using percentages, means
and standard deviation.

Research findings were as follow:

1. The constructed activity package for promoting knowledge, awareness
and life skills for AIDS prevention consisted of a variety of twelve acﬁvities. A
lesson plan and multi-media were designed for each activity. Students’ participation
and group process were focused in operating each activity in 41 periods.

2. Students’ post-test score was higher than pre-test score. The means
increased from 53.33% to 88.89%

3. After using the ac.tivity package, the students had a greater awareness of
AIDS. The areas of the importance of knowledge and learning about AIDS and of
caring for people with AIDS were at the highest level. The areas of the effects of
AIDS, of AIDS prévention and of living together with people with AIDS were at
the high level.

4. After using the activity package, the students had much more life skills
to prevent AIDS than before. The score of their life skills increased from 31.11%
to 84.58%

5. During participating the activity, the students were interested in,
considering and active in learning. They showed their readiness to cooperate in -
both group and individual activity. The atmosphere was very informal. The
interaction between students and teacher as well as between students themselves

were very intensive.
