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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare Thai language spelling ability
and to compare the retention scores in Thai language spelling for Prathom Suksa 6
students using the mnemonics techniques with those using the conventional method.
The sample comprised 70 Prathom Suksa 6 students from two classes of Si Chom
Thong community school, Chom Thong District, Chiang Mai Province, selected by
cluster sampling. They were divided into the control group and the experimental
group. The experimental group was taught through the mnemonics techniques
Whereas the control group was taught through the conventional method. The
instruments used for collecting data were desined by the author, included; 1) the
lesson plan using mnemonics 2) the conventional lesson plan and 3) the word
spelling test. The collected data were analyzed by using t-test.

The results of this research indicated that Thai language spelling ability of
the control group was 27.46 and the experimental group was 34.29 out of 50
scores which were statistically signiﬁcanﬂy different at .05 level. After 3 weeks
the students were test again and the retention scores of the control group was 25.17

and the experimental group was 29.74 which were not significantly different.
