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Abstract

This research aimed to develop reading comprehension development skills for
Mathayom Suksa 1 students through the OK5R reading technique.

The sample was chosen through a cluster random sampling method. They were 45
students in one classroom of Mathayom suksa 1 level at Maejun Wittayakhom school, Maejun
District, Chiangrai province during the first semester of 1998 academic year. The research
instruments were lesson plans for reading comprehension. The package consisted of five
instructional units, namely reading for main idea, translation , interpretation, expansion of ideas
or stories and comprehension, which were composed of ten lesson plans. Each plan required 2
teaching periods, 50 minutes each. The 40-item achievement test of reading for comprehension
had reliability at .82. The achievement test was administered to the students before and after the
treatment through OKSR. The data were analyzed by means of t-test,

The findings were as follows: Students who were taught through the OK5R received
higher reading achicvement scores than the scores received before the application of OK5R at

the .01 level of statistic significance.
