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Abstract

This study sought to examine whether and to what extent the
educational menagement of Piyamitvidhaya School proceeded, as regards
both contents and direction in line with standard criteria set by the
Office of Private Education Commission. Areas ewamined comprised
personrel, instructional resources, curriculum and instruction matters,
student affairs work and student achivement. The study elicited
opinions of randomly selected sample of 325 parents using the
questionnaire with items covering the above areas.

- The study found that overall the School’s educational management
proceeded in  line with standard criteria set by the authorities.
Parents felt that teachers did employ a variety of teaching techniques
and constantly keep profiles on both individual students and groups of

students. They also reported participating in  instructional



activitics; that rwutritional and hygienic services provided for
students were of good quality; that the School did a great deal to
help naximize students’ learning opportunities and capabilities; that
the School provided good and systematic guidance services and
activities; =and that the School organized activities in support of
individual gifted students as well as enhancing their problem-solving

ability.
