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Abstract

This study examined issues dealing with the application of
collegial supervision standard criteria to improve academic work in
schools under the Office of Wiang Pa Pao District Primary Education,
Chiang Rai Province. All 43 school administrators of the District
were interviewed during the later part of the 1997 academic year and
the early part of the 1998 one.

It was found that schools in the District did designate certain
teachers in charge of collegial supervision; designated teachers
understood the scope of their assigned work and their responsibilities;
information system for collegial supervision plamming was established;
collegial supervision plans were relevant to school problems and needs;
established plans were followed; actual collegial supervision activities
were systematically evaluated and evaluation results used to improve

academic work of schools.
