Abstract

The study was to compare the students’ attitude toward sexaul relationship By
gender and by level of sdudy. The total sample of 392 comprised 262 male and 130 female
students. Or 241 of them were in B.S. program.

The instrument used a questionaire adopted from that developed by Jiraporn
Arayarangsarit. Date collected were analyzed by Excel to obtain mean and standard-
deration, t- test the difference between the groups.

The finding were a follows : Male and female students’ attitude differed significently
in one positive situation and in 16 negative siituations. Considering students’ program of

study, their attitude differed significantly in one positive situation and in 9 negative situations.
