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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to investigate the
states of criterion-referenced pre-primary education management of
schools under the Office of Muang Chiang Rai District Primary Education.
Three-hundred and sixteen primary school administrators and pre-school
child teachers served as study population. The rating-scale and open—
ended questiommaires were used to collect the data. Then, data were
analyzed through the applications of percentage, aversge, and standard
deviation.

The findings revealed that five out of six criterion-referenced
academic affairs were performeed at a high level. As for developing
school environment corresponding to learning experienced planning was
rated at a moderate level. As regards the problems it were found that
lacked of competent teachers for pre-school education, inadequate

budget allocation for school envircnment improvement, the students’




daily activities were not corresponded to learning experienced plan,
malnutrition of the students were also founded, the parents lacked of
knowledge for child readiness and the students spoke local dialect
than Thai.

As regards guidelines for pre—primary education development,
the results indicated that appropriate teachers should be placed in
class, the school environment should be improved, the learning
experiences for child readiness should be provided, the health

promotion, safety and nutrition should be arranged.
