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Abstract

This independent study was aimed to examine the state of
Education PFund Implementation of the schools in Chiang Rai Province.
The concerned persons who were asked to respond to rating-scale
questionnaires comprised 74 school administrators, 74 authorized
teachers, 255 students of Chiang Rai public schools and six clerks of
Krung Thai Bank Public Company Limited. The collected data were
subsequently analyzed through the  gpplication of frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Findings were as follows:

All concerned persons understood and be able to manipulate the
education fund as the regulations setting but they needed more clearly
regulations. However, the regulations were indicated overwhelming
steps and more time consuming. The project implementation were found

that the authorized teachers and bank clerks were inappropriate in



number; the coordination was insufficient; the loan contracts were
incorrect; the project operational manual and orientation were needed;
clear project operational plan; scheduling and coordination system must
be prepared; the project evaluation, report -and public relation

should be continually operated.
