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Abstract

This study attempted to identify causes of status dissolution
of Certificate of Vocational Education students, Chiang Rai Technical
College. Due to the impracticality of reaching those students who had
already left the College and given a rather high percentage of present
students having their GPA being lower than 2.00, one major status
discolution .cri’oer'ia, 192 first—to-third year students of the
Certificate of Vocational Education program were chosen to respond to
administered questionnaires.  Collected data were subsequently
analyzed through applications of percentage and frequency. |

The study found two major causes of their GPA being lower than
2.00 One was that teachers’ pass—fail criteria were too high. The
other was that students themselves were not happy studying in majors
they had not intended or chosen.
