Abstract

This study examined issues related to the making of or
preparing annual operational plans of primary schools under the Off‘loe
of Chanthaburi Provincial Primary Education. Those providing necessary
information for the study comprised 105 school administrators and 105
teachers responsible for such preparation. The instrument used to
gather needed data was a rating-scale quesionnaire. Statistics used
in analyzing collected data were percentage, average and standard
deviation.

Findings were as fol lows: .

Out of the six plamning stages schools were found to perform
quite considerably the following: current needs assessment. and problem
identification; actual planning; specifying plan details; and plan

implementation. The two stages found to have Tairly been performed



were preparation leading to actual plamning and monitoring, evaluating
arxd adjusﬁing. |

As regards problems and obstacles it was found that they were
rather moderate in the two stages of plan implementation and
subsequent meonitoring, caluation and adjusting. However, in the

remaining four stages few problems and obstacles were reported.
