Abstract

This study examined the current state of collegial supervision
in schools under the Office of Mae Lao District Primary Education,
Chiang Rai Province as well as sought recommendations for improving
such supervision. The study employed a questionnaire administered on
18 school administrators and 55 teachers appointed as collegial
supervisors. Statistics used to analyze collected data were frequency
and percentage.

The study found that in general schools were found to have
clearly appointed personnel directly responsible for collegial
supervision; those sappointed well understood the scope of their
assigned responsibilities; available data and information wer-e used in
planning collegial supervision activities; only a small number of

schools still did not possess a systematic data collecting and storing



system; most schools possessed collegial supervision plans and such
plans corresponded with teachers’ instruction-related needs and
development levels; only a small number of schools did not follow
established collegial supervision plans; and finally, most schools did

have collegial supervision evaluation plans.
