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Abstract

This study investigated administration of consolidated schocls affiliated to
the Office of Mae - On Branch District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province.
Population under study comprised 56 schoo! administrators and teachers from
Wat Hua - Keaw, On - Luoy and Moo Ban Sahakorn 2 Consolidated Schools attached
to the forementioned Office during the 1998 academic year. Instruments used
were checklist questionnaire, interview form and observation form. The collected
data were then analyzed through the application of péroentage.

The findings indicated that most consolidated schools’ administrators and
teachers had performed their jobs according to primary school administrative
process and functions. The results were reported in order of administrative
process whereby these functions were followed in succession of performance.
They weré as follows :

In studying the present status, problems and needs; they were clerical
works, finance and supplies, academic affairs, building, personnel, student affairs
and school - community relation, respectively. As for planning; they were academic

affairs, clerical works, finance and supplies, student affairs, building, personnel and



school - community relation, respectively. Wifh regard to plan implementation; they
were personnel, clerical works, finance and supplies, student affairs, buirding,
academic affairs and school - community relation, respectively. Moreover, relating
to.evaluation; they were academic affairs, clerical works, finance and supplies,

student affairs, building, school - community relation and personnel, respectively.
