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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to stu&y the family functions of juvenile
delinquents, compare the family function regarding styles and structures of family, and examine
the correlation between the family functions and delinquency of juveniles. The 190 ckild-en and
youths, both male and female from the Observation and Protection Centre of Chiang Mai were
used as sample for the study. The instrurnent was the family functions questionnaire. The data
were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t — test, one — way analysis of variance,
Duncan’s newmultiple range and point — biserial correlation coefficient.

Research findings were as follows :

All family functions within the juvenile delinquency families were ranked as moderate.
The data showed that‘thcre‘was a significant a different at .05 and .01 level when family functions
regarding styles and structures were compared with emotional response and relationship, behavior
control, and general functions. Also, there was a significant difference at .05 and .01 level when
family styles and structures were compared with economic status and there was a correlation at .01

level between behavior control of families and juvenile delinquency.
