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Abstract

The purpose of this study were 1) to investigate the situations of Character
Development Area instruction concerning instructional planning, activities, media, and
measurement and evaluation, 2) to study problems and needs concerning instructional
improvement of the Character Development Area to be relevant to tocal conditions—---
using local resources, inviting resource persons or local experts, field trips, using local
objects as teaching materials or making them from local materials, as well as using local
events and activities as the examples or subjects of study. The sample of this study
included 202 Prathom Suksa 3-6 classroom teachers from 50 schools under the Office of
San Pa Tong District Primary Education. A set of questionnaires was used as instrument in
collecting the data which were analyzed by computing percentages, means, and standard
deviations. The data were then presented in tables and descriptions.

The major findings were as follows:
1. The situations of the Character Development Area instruction.

1.1 Instructional plan: Teachers studied more on the curriculum documents,
teachers’ handbooks, and teaching guidelines, but they performed less in using local
resources in lesson planning.

1.2 Instructional activity management: Teachers performed their teaching more
on emphasizing students learning by doing and giving closely advise, but they did less on

inviting resource persons and field trips.



1.3 Instructional materials: Teachers did more on using demonstration in teaching
and had the students who did correctly demonstrate the lesson. They performed less in
inviting outside persons to do the teaching.

1.4 Measurement and evaluation: Teachers performed more on evaluating
students according to learning objectives in the class record book by observing students’
behavior, but they performed less in inviting local specialists to help evaluate their students.

2. Problems and needs of improving the Character Development Area relevant to
local conditions by using local resources.

2.1 Problems: Teachers encountered high degree of problems concerning
out-of-school field trips, using local materials and local events as the supplementary
to teaching.

2.2 Needs: Teachers needed more on the seeking of knowledge and

understanding about using local resources, textbooks, and related research literature.
